This term we have been busy building
homes and roofs ready for the rainy
season, building confidence in our
members to be proactive during these
unusual months and building our Arise
block.

We know that to be able to continue
our work we need a building for
teaching and resources. We hope to
complete the building in 2021 once the
funds have been raised.
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Our guardians often come to Arise for help, advice, to receive encouragement, hear from God’s word or to
learn practical skills. They know they are always welcome and leave feeling supported. Although they are very
open to receive advice and support, it can be more of a challenge to change habits at home. As we make our
weekly visits to houses we are always looking to see how families are applying what they learn from Arise.

A number of guardians have been learning ‘farming God’s way’ in the Arise field; how to use the land and
natural resources God has provided to care for the land and reap a good harvest. Over the years it has been
clear that the guardians see the benefits of these different farming methods at Arise but believe they have to
farm the same way they have always done at home. Sadly this also means that small portions of land are not
used yet we continue to teach our guardians to use their abilities to honour God and help their families.

SCHOOL

As for many pupils around the world, this has been
a difficult year for our pupils in Zambia. Only exam
grades were allowed to attend school in term 2 so
for the majority of pupils they were not in school for
6 months. This also meant that the pupils did very
little or no academic work as online teaching
facilities do not exist in rural communities.

The government did produce some audio lessons
which aired on the radio for a number of weeks but
as you can imagine not many families in Kaniki have
radios or the luxury to sit and listen when food needs
to be found.

The pupils in grades 7, 9 and 12 continued attending
lessons albeit for shorter lessons and school days.
Other grades were eager to join them for term 3.
Most of our pupils returned to school and we have
begun to see some very good school reports. This is
really encouraging as pupils could have lost interest
in school and decided they were having more fun at
home. It is wonderful to also see the guardians
beginning to see the value in education.
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Please pray for our pupils sitting exams in
December. Normally exams take place in October
and November but they have been delayed this
year. If pupils do not pass these government exams
they are not able to progress to the next grade.

Grade 7 exams: 215t — 24" December (18 pupils)
Grade 9 exams: 7" — 24" December (10 pupils)
Grade 12 exams: 14— 31 December (9 pupils)

There are no exams on Christmas Day.
