It was much needed as the 
school has grown from 1 class to 
now 8! In January we were 
putting in the fixtures and fittings 
which left it only in need of a lick 
of paint. As you can see from 
the photo we are now very 
nearly complete and look 
forward to opening the block 
when the pupils return in term 2.  
Many of our pupils come from 
rural communities where they 
are used to pit latrine facilities. 
This ablution block will help 
them not only to maintain good 
hygiene but also helps them to 
learn how to use such facilities 
as it is possible they will use 
them more in the future.  
Although our school is now fully 
built we share the site with the 
Arise Orphan Project that 
supports the school. As 
Kapumpe has now expanded to 
fill all of the rooms on site, we 
will begin fundraising for an 
Arise building later this year.

There have been lots 
of artefacts in the room to help teaching and learning as well as Mrs 
Mwape modelling how to do things she asks of the children. This 
class are also becoming more responsible in school as they can be 
seen taking care of younger pupils and offering to do jobs to help 
other members of staff.
